Absentee voting has begun! If you are a registered voter in
the Village of Minong and you know you won’t be here in
November to vote in the General Election; you can come
to the Minong Village Office and vote absentee Monday-
Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. until Friday November
4th, 2016. Hours for Friday November 4th will be 7:30
a.m. to 5:00 p.m. If you need to vote absentee on Satur-
day, please call during the week between our normal busi-
ness hours to schedule a time with the Clerk/Treasurer

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Dog Licenses Due January Ist-January
31st, 2017

Please be aware that all dogs are required by State Statutes,
County and Village ordinances to be licensed and have the
rabies vaccination per Sec. 6-1,Sec 6-2. You must bring in a
copy of your dog’s current rabies vaccination to register
your dog, if we don’t have a current one on file already. All
licenses can be issued in the Minong Village Office for Vil-
lage residents between the hours of 7:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.
Monday through Friday. The fee for a dog is as follows:

1. Neutered Male $5.00
2. Spayed Female $5.00
3. Male $10.00
4. Female $10.00
5. Kennel License $50.00
